3. Must provide evidence of current membership in the IRA, FRA, and a local or special interest FRA

Council.

1st:

b. Vita.
c. Copy of letter of acceptance in a graduate degree program with a major in the field of reading.
d. Verification from a university representative as a full-time or part-time student status.
e. Three letters of recommendation.  These letters should be from a university professor, a principal

or supervisor, and a local or special interest FRA council president.
5. Special consideration shall be given to candidates who are active members in their local, state, or national

IRA organization.
6. The recipient(s) may receive travel reimbursement to cover costs up to $50.00 with the stated FRA rate.
